During this season of Lent, you may want to practice spiritual disciplines; if not all, begin 
by focusing on one or two. The Spiritual Disciplines recognized by The United Methodist 
Church are: (umc.org/spiritualdisciplines) 
 

1. Meditation: Reflecting on God's word and presence, allowing for deeper 
understanding and connection. 

2. Prayer: Engaging in conversation with God, which includes listening 
and speaking, and fostering a personal relationship with the Divine. 

3. Fasting: Abstaining from food or certain activities to focus on spiritual 
growth and reliance on God. 

4. Study: Engaging with Scripture and other spiritual writings to deepen 
understanding and faith. 

5. Simplicity: Living with less to focus on what truly matters in life,  
fostering a deeper relationship with God. 

6. Solitude and Silence: Taking time away from distractions to listen to  
God and reflect inwardly. 

7. Submission: Yielding to God's will and authority in our lives,  
recognizing His sovereignty. 

8. Service: Engaging in acts of kindness and service to others as an  
expression of faith and love. 

9. Confession: Acknowledging and repenting of sins, seeking forgiveness  
and restoration. 

10. Worship: Participating in communal and personal worship to honor  
and glorify God. 

11. Guidance: Seeking spiritual direction through prayer and counsel from  
others. 

12. Hospitality:  Welcoming others into our lives and communities,  
reflecting God's love and grace. 

13. Celebration:  Recognizing and rejoicing in God's goodness and blessings in our 
lives.
